Rounds We will run three preliminary rounds in all events except Group
Discussion which will have two rounds and a final. Registration is from 7:30 until 8:30 in
the East library. Round 1 will begin at 9:00. Power rounds will begin at approximately
1:30. Awards will follow immediately after the power rounds.

Awards Medals will be presented to all power round contestants. Trophies will be
presented to the top three individual finishers in each forensics category and to the top
three large teams and to the top five small teams (10 to 18 contestants). Small team
trophies will be awarded based on qualitative points of all contestants. JV teams are not
eligible for team awards, but may receive individual awards. Schools not present at the
awards ceremony forfeit team/individual awards.No results will be released until
the end of the awards ceremonyif you must leave early, arrange with another school to
pick up your results. None will be mailed.

Rules Individual events will follow the WFCA rules.

Judges You must provide one qualified judge for every five entries or fraction
thereof. Schools participating in Congress must bring one Congress judge — a second
would be appreciated. Please be certain that all of your judges are familiar with the rules.
A very limited number of hired judges will be available from West Bend for a fee of $85.
Schools of judges who miss a round will be fined $20 per incident.

Participants We will honor as many participants as possible. We can accommodate

about 800 students. On your registration form indicate the total number of entries in each
category. On tournament day, your top 25 participants (maximum 4 per category) will
count toward team awards. All participants will compete for individual awards. Please be
accurate in your original registration. In the past, schools were unable to participate
because others dropped large numbers of their original registration.

Fees On Friday, the entry fees (which include a meal) will be $7.00 per Congress
entry. On Saturday, the entries fees are $7.00 for individual entries and $10.00 for group
entries. You will be expected to pay for the number of entries you have registered
of noon on Thursday, February 28 Please make check payable to West Bend High
School Forensics.
