21 4) Confirmation of entry will be mailed to coaches of teams competing  
22  at the Nicolet Forensics Tournament. 
 
23 5) Coaches of students with special needs must inform the Nicolet Forensics 
24  coaches in advance and accommodation will be made.

Rounds:  There will be three preliminary rounds beginning  
   as soon after 9:00 a.m. as all drops are processed. 
   Power rounds, I hope, will start at 1:30 p.m. 
 
Awards:  All finalists will receive medals; the top three contestants 
   in each category will receive trophies.  Three trophies will 
   be awarded for total team scores, and the top three teams 
   in quality points will also receive trophies. 
 
Rules:   We will follow WFCA guidelines.  Teams are of course    
   limited to 25 entries with no more than four in any category. 

Students may double-enter. 
    
Judges:  You must provide one judge for every five entries or  
   fraction thereof.  (One for every one or two debaters.)     
   There will be a small number of judges available for you  
   to hire at the cost of $100.00 each. You will be fined if    
   your judges miss rounds.
