RULES: All categories will be contested employing WFCA rules. Meetings will be conducted on 

the 29th to address any specific questions or concerns.  Please consult WFCA website 

(www.wfcaforensics.org) for Group Discussion topics. 

 

FEES:  Entry fees are: $8.00 for each individual entry, and $10.00 for each Play Acting, Duo 

Interp, and Group Interp entry.   A limited number of hired judges will be available for $100.00 each.  

You will be responsible for these STUDENT entry fees, unless drops/cancellations are made NO 
LATER THAN 3:30 PM ON WEDNESDAY, MARCH 26th !!! 
 
JUDGES: Each school must bring one competent judge per five entries, or portion thereof.   

  

REGARDLESS OF STUDENT DROPS, PLEASE PLAN TO BRING THE NUMBER OF JUDGES 
ORIGINALLY INDICATED ON YOUR REGISTRATION FORM!!! 
 

AWARDS: Individual awards will be presented to the top three contestants in each category.  The 

remaining category finalists will receive medals.  Team sweepstakes trophies will be awarded to the top 

5 large teams (21-25 entries, total points), the top 2 teams with 13-20 entries (qualitative avg.), and to 

the top 2 small teams (5-12 entries, qualitative avg.).
